STUD FEE:  The Mare Owner shall pay the stud fee of  $            . A non-refundable booking fee of  $200  is to be paid with this contract. The balance of $           to be paid on or before the day the mare leaves along with mare care and any vet fees. Stud fee includes a LIVE FOAL GAURENTEE and a BREED BACK INCENTIVE. 

MARE CARE: All mares will be kept in a paddock with hay fed 2x per day (am & pm) or on slow feed netted round bales depending on time of year or weather. Mares have fresh water and salt available at all times. Grain will be the responsibility of the Mare owner and fed at the request of Mare Owner. Boarding fees are due and payable on receipt of invoice. .

If it is required that we foal out a Mare, the fee shall be $________ plus $_____ a day when inside. Mares will be kept in a stall at night and in a paddock during the day (depending on weather and foaling signs). Mares will be checked regularly during the day and night with free choice hay and fresh water available at all times. Extra feed will be the responsibility of the owner and fed at the request of Mare Owner. Camera on mare when inside. 

BREEDING PROTOCOL :   Stallion Owner agrees Mare will be covered at hand a minimum of every 1.5 days during her cycle. Stallion Owner does not give a Live Foal Guarantee for any mare leaving the breeding premises unless the mare has been pregnancy-checked and found to be in foal, unless bred by shipped or frozen semen. 

EXPENSES :  All board accrued, mare care, veterinary expenses, farrier expenses, and other accumulated expenses shall be paid in full prior to release of the Mare to the Mare Owner. Mare Owner agrees to have a pregnancy check performed between 14-18 days after final breeding.  Additional checks may be recommended by veterinarian.  

LIVE FOAL GAURENTEE:  The Mare Owner acknowledges and agrees that the fees referred to above shall not be refundable, but that should the mare not conceive, abort through natural causes or the foal not be born alive or fail to live (stand and nurse unassisted) for a period of 48 hours after birth, due to natural causes, that the Mare Owner shall be entitled to have the mare or substitute mare (approved of by the stallion owner) bred the following season and will not be charged a stud fee, tho the Mare Owner is responsible for paying a booking fee of  $200  plus normal charges (board, veterinary expenses, etc.). If foal is born dead or dies within 48 hours of foaling, the stallion owner must be notified within ten (10) days by veterinarian's statement confirming the death of the foal. Loss of foal due to any lack of nutrition during or prior to pregnancy, lack of safe conditions and environment, etc. shall not result in a breed back. .  

BREED BACK INCENTIVE: Stud owner agrees to breed mare back the following season for 50% of that breeding season’s listed stud fee. Booking fee of  $200  will be taken out of the reduced stud fee, and all normal charges (board, veterinary expenses, etc.) still apply and will be the responsibility of the mare owner. Not available in the case of twins. 

AVAILABILITY OF STALLION:   MV LUKKHE FLASH   is generally available for breeding from February 1st to August 1st, though Stallion Owner will attempt to honor requests outside that time frame according to their schedule. Working on having Frozen semen is available year round. Mare Owner understands that if stallion is away at a competition when breeding is requested then frozen semen, if available, may be shipped instead. .  

CONDITION OF MARE: The Mare owner(s) agree(s) that the mare shall be healthy, halter broke and in sound breeding condition. Stallion owner reserves the right to reject any mare not in good physical condition, or blind, or vicious and/or unmanageable. Mountain Valley encourages mare owner(s) to have the mare's (and foal's) vaccinations and de-worming up-to-date prior to her (their) arrival at the farm. The owner(s) shall provide an up-to-date General Health record for the mare (and foal) and provide a negative Coggins test to the stallion owner dated no earlier than twenty-four (24) months prior to the date of her arrival. 

Mare Owner acknowledges the risks and dangers associated with live cover breeding including but not limited to kick injuries, bite injuries, weight bearing injuries associated with mounting, possible vaginal tearing and risk of uterine infection or unknowing venereal disease transfer and will not hold Mountain Valley or Stallion Owner responsible in any way should this occur. 

Stallion Owner acknowledges the risk of the same injuries to the breeding stallion associated with live cover and not hold mare owner responsible for said injuries should they occur. 

If stallion owner deems mare to be of unruly nature or excessive danger to the breeding stallion, the breeding will not be performed. refund of the breeding fee shall be issued minus booking fee, or the Mare Owner will have the option of having the stallion collected and inseminating the mare. All costs for collecting/insemination would be the responsibility of the mare owner. Moore and Company will be the vet used for collection and AI if this is the case.   

SUBSTITUTION: If the mare does not get in foal, dies or becomes unfit for breeding, another mare may be substituted but only with the prior written consent and approval of Stallion Owner. It is agreed that if the stallion dies or becomes unfit for service then frozen semen, if available, will be used instead and Mare Owner will be subject to all applicable fees of handling and shipping said frozen semen. If no frozen semen is available and the stud fee has been paid in its entirety and no fresh semen has been shipped or mare has not been bred, then the stud fee minus booking fee shall be returned to the Mare Owner. Under no circumstances may the service be sold to another party unless prior arrangements have been made with the owner of the stallion. .  

REGISTRATION: Stallion owner agrees to provide a breeding certificate to the Mare Owner and sign all necessary documents to register the foal, provided the Mare Owner has met the conditions of this contract. All fees to have mare approved for breeding with any registry and/or have foal inspected or registered is the responsibility of the Mare Owner. In the event of twins Stallion Owner will provide registration document for both foals. If mare loses the pregnancy/foal(s) due to the presence of twins when Mare Owner has chosen not to ultrasound for the presence of twins or chosen not to terminate one of the fetus’, the Live Foal Guarantee is Null and Void. The Stallion owner will rebreed the mare for 75% of listed stud service if both twins do not survive, although no additional stud fee will be charged if the twins do survive.
